The athlete is not excluded from the entire competition
and may continue. The first-called athlete must wear white judogi.
The second-called athlete may wear blue judogi.

The competition will take place on 3 tatami. Coaches are
responsible for the behavior of their athletes. This competition is
the first qualification tournament for the closed Czech
Championships of Men and Women 2026.
